The Mission of the Art Docents is to expand a child’s educational and cultural experiences in order to
foster the development of more flexible, innovative and creative individuals. This is accomplished
through ongoing programs and activities in art history, art criticism, aesthetics, and art techniques.

Kindergarten Throughout the year, students are introduced tho the basic Elements of Art. They learn
about Color, Shape, Line, Texture, Value and Form by studying art prints based on subject categories.
This final month of presentations we’ll be looking at art prints that show Children as the main subject
matter. Each print shows children in different time periods and settings involved in an activity with
others.

Grade 1 The first-grade curriculum focuses on Subject Matter and the Principles of Design. In our final
in-class presentation we introduce students to a new theme in art — Portrait: a painting, photograph, or

drawing of somebody, or somebody’s face. We’'ll use portraits as a framework for discussing the design
principle of Pattern and Texture.

Grade 2 In second grade, Docents and students explore how various artists use the Elements of Art to
achieve a variety of goals. In this last lesson of the school year we will introduce students to the
concept of depth and space. They will learn that artists use overlapping, relative size, placement,
diminishing detail, perspective and other illusions to create a sense of depth and space in real and
imagined environments.

Grade 3 Third-grade students explore significant art movements and leading artists in Europe and
North America during the late 18th through 21st centuries. This final in-class session of the year will
introduce Abstract Art. We'll begin with a 25-minute presentation where students learn the meaning of
the term “abstract” and how this style differs from other art styles we’ve explored during the year. We’'ll
review how artists use Elements and Principle of art and Design in creating abstract works. We will also
lead students through a 50-minute hands-on workshop and create abstract art using paper and pastels.

Grade 4 The fourth-grade Docent curriculum is aligned with the grade’s social studies curriculum in the
study of California history. In this final session we turn our attention to the study of the bold, colorful
works of Georgia O’Keeffe. As one of America’s most accomplished 20th century artists, O’Keeffe is
associated with the American Southwest and is known for paintings in which she blended abstraction
and representation in paintings of flowers, rocks, shells, animal bones and landscapes.

Grade 5 Our fifth grade students spend the year studying American Art from the 1700’s through the
present day. The program is more intense at this grade level as students are asked to compare and
contrast pairs of artwork during each session. Students will explore the art of three specific artists and
offer their personal responses to the artwork. Students will also identify how selected principles of
design are used in a work of art and how they affect personal responses to, and evaluation of, the work
of art.

History of the Art Docents of Los Gatos, Inc.

The Art Docents of Los Gatos was founded in 1973 by district art-teacher Emma Rau and community
member Em Hopp, when they applied for and received backing from the Los Gatos Union School
District’s Board of Trustees. The program began with one full-time paid director, a volunteer
chairperson, and twelve community volunteers. In 1980, faced with budget cuts from the school district
necessitated by Proposition 13, the program incorporated as a non-profit organization. Funding
assistance from members of the community and the Town of Los Gatos allowed the group to continue
operations. The group faced a series of moves in the 1980’s, until it purchased a modular building and
located it on its current site near Fisher Middle School. Thanks to a supportive community, the
organization has continued to grow in scope and number of services. With over 80 trained volunteer
members, the Art Docents provide a standards-based visual-arts program encompassing art history, art
appreciation, aesthetics and art techniques to over 2800 students.
